Therefore, photos are the only alternative to keep a mark of a more and
more ephemeral art, and magazines allow writers to show their name beyond the
circle of a few close friends of them. Last but not least, the medias dedicated to
graffiti have often been the detonators of this movement : In Europe. graffiti is
born, between others, thanks to "Style Wars" or "Subway Art”, and during those
last years, the several publications coming from Paris got graffiti exploded in all
the big cities of France. Today. it keeps on evoluting and breaks the borders,
writers go out from their country and travel to the rythm of the “Graffiti Way of
Life".

Trains have been bombed in
London since around 1985, Form, Mear,
Kast, Fuel, Prime, Fame, Tera. Cherish,
fo name but g few whe have made
history within the lendon underground
system.
