East Midlands Leisure, have pro-
duced a cabinel based on the Afari
ST, but unlike the Arcadia Amiga-
based syslem, which uses Amiga
boards and plug-in chips, the EML
system loads its games from disk. As
a rasull, almost any ST program can
be converted in & matter of hours o
run on the machine, and already EML
have signed up US Gold's Trantor for
imminent release. Other fitles under
negoftiation include Palace's Barbar-
ian, some of the best-selling Info-
grames titles, and Tynesoft's ST
shoot-em-up Plulos.

‘Our system is miles better than
the Arcadia set-up’, claimed engineer
Alan Meison, They still use of ROM
boards, which are expansive and can
be damaged very easily. Using the
disk system we can modily existing
software very easily, and we've tested
the system for seven months without
any problems.”

EML also claim that their display
will be better than the competition,
since they're using a 21 inch hi-res
Hantarex screen, as opposed to the
TV tubes still in use by other manufac-
turers

REVOLUTION
If the Intec Video System (as it's

called) is all it's cracked up to be, it
could revolutionise the relationship
between the arcades and the home
computer industry. Software housaes
will be able to supply their current hits
to EML, who by adding a shor routine
can make it compatible with the sys-
tem.

What's more, EML intend to
release software of all kinds on the
machines, including simula-
tions. "We've developed a sys-
lem,” Nelson says, 'that allows
the player to buy lime on a
simulation program in the
same way that you buy lives in
an arcade game.' Don't drink and
fly could be the message soon,
with pub-goers shelling out 20p
for a quick flight round the Bay
with Flight Sim 2.

CHEAPER
"The distributors of arcade
machines are very keen,' said
Nelson, ‘and our machines
are cheaper - between
£1200 and £1500 com-

AMSTRAD - WHERE NOW?

‘If he's going to get into the
market, he's going to have to
be quick...' declares Tim Chaney of
US Gold; ‘If he's NOT doing some-
thing, he's mad', Bernard Dugdale,
Elite; 'If he DOES produce an Amiga
clone, we'd ba very flatiered’, this from
one Commodore source, '..and we'd
take legal action’.

Just a few of the random remarks
overheard by the ACE team over the
last few weeks on the subject of Alan
Sugars much rumoured new 16-bit
machine. Just what IS the state of the
rumaour these days? Is there REALLY
amything cooking in Romford? Or has
Amstrad, heaven forbid, turned its
back on the entertainment market?

The latter view is supported by
two main arguments. The first is that

Amstrad's profits are currently based
largely on the sale of their small busi-
ness computers; the second is the
alleged difficulty of getting hold of new
CPC machines. ‘I've heard he's
slopped manufacturing CPC's alto-
gether,” remarked Rainbird's Pete
Mareland, 'nowadays whenever we ry
to get a machine we have o settle for
second-hand.

Mr Sugar has no doubt on that
last point, ‘It's not true.' he lold ACE,
'We're making more CPC's than ever
before.' But what about future commit-
ment to the entertainment industry?
Nick Hewer, speaking for Amstrad,
points out that ‘At the moment, the
bulk of our turmover is in the computer
business, and there is a vibrant sea-
sonal market for the games

machines...’

First point of uncertainty - Mr
Hewer says games machines, and not
games computers....

‘We have no intention,’ he contin-
ued, 'of lessening our grip on the
games market and have every inten-
tion of keeping our leadership of it."

Second point, it doesn't take an
10 of over 10 to see that simply turn-
ing out CPC machines is not going to
keep Amstrad on the culing edge of
the computer market. So what will
they come up with? They haven't got
a track record for producing anything
new," points outl Andrew Hewson, 'so
the only thing | can think of is an 8T or
Amiga clone.” Which is just what a lot
of other people have said.

Commeodore would undoubtedly

take Amstrad to court if the company
attempted to produce an Amiga com-
pufer clone, but what about a licensed
Amiga-based console, which wouldn't
conflict so heavily with Commodare's
market?

‘That would be a different propo-
sition,' said our Commodore source,
it's certainly an interesting idea...’

It certainly is. Amsirad sell the
hardware, Commodore scoop the roy-
alties, and the software houses sell
more games, Whatever the answer,
there's something in the air. Mean-
while, rumour has it that Amsirad
have decided to call the new maching
a...Sinclair,

I can't comment on that. We
never talk about new products,’ coun-
tered Mr Hewer. @

Six titles are in the pipeline,
including Deja Vu 2 and a 'superbly
animated shoot-em-dead game set
in the Wild West',

Suprisingly, lcom do not plan to
concentrate on icon-driven adven-
tures in future, but mean lo move
into the arcade game arena, "We'll
be producing fast-action graphical
arcade games for the ST, Mac, and
Amiga. Commodare 64 versions
will also appear, though we aren’
sure at this stage whether we'll do
them ourselves or contract them
out” said Jake Glover, lcom UK's
managing director.

Apparently lcom are planning
to move all their games program-
ming work to the UK, perhaps
because costs here are lower.
Mearwhile the American division is
to move out of the entertainment
area and begin programming busi-
ness software. Looks like the Amer-
icans are waking up to the fact that

omputer cmimation can take
any one of a number of forms,
most of which rely on technicques
quite similar to conventional ani-
mation. Colour switching, sprites
and blitter objects (bobs) are all
basically processes giving the impression of
movement in the picture plane (i.e. across
the foce of the monitor). Theyre widely used
in almost all current entertcinment softwore.
A number of existing programs allow easy
manipulation of sequences: Film Director cmd
Aacis Animator for the ST and Deluxe Video
and Aegis Animator for the Amiga cre per-
hops the best known. These are redlly just
more powerful versions of bit-mapped 2D art
and cnirmetion prograrms dready avalable
for 8-bit machines.

The more advanced scitware now
appedring uses o very different set of tech-
niques to give an impression of movement
mich closer to raaity, The technicque used is
called Salid Modelling. This means thoat you
com construct o computer simulation of any
solid shape, decide on colours, surface tex-
tures and pattemn, position your viewpaoint
and light sources, then render all of it on the
computer screen.

These hearts bounce from right to left across the screen with smooth precision. Aaah, sren’t they cute?

Computer graphics on the home micro have become much more sophisticated over
the past few years — but still basically static and in 2D.

Now, however, there's a new breed of animating software available for the 16-bit
machines, and a new world has opened up for the graphics enthusiast. Brian Larkman
looks at some of the latest techniques and packages.

GETTING

points or lighting and render again, eventu-
ally producing a series of frames that can be
used to produce the effect of animction

These techniques cam be broken down
into three main processes; cbiject editing,
motion editing and rendering. All of the soft-
wore under review uses some combination
of these to produce their end result, though
some of the packages are much more ele-
gomt and simple about it thom others.

OBJECT EDITING

The heart of cmy process aiming to simulate
the real and solid werld should be the object
editor, where the building blocks are con-
structed, formed and welded together.

The computer's view of the world is a
series of points (vertices) where lines {edges)
meet to define enclosed flot surfaces (foaces)
Joined together in various ways, these basic

elements con o ‘primubve solids of vary-
ing complexity from three-sided pyrarmids to
cubes to multiple sided pseudo-spheres
These ‘primitive’ solids ore the computers
building blocks. A range of them - including
rings, wedges and cones - is normally oovenl-
able to the object editor and usually con-
structed directly by the software from stored
dlegrithrms defining them when requested

Normally, the working view the comput-
er provides of the scene is constructed of lnes
- a ‘wire-frame’ view, The solid model, with
all hidden lines removed, tokes some time to
compute, so for nomal working the wire-
fromme is sufficient. However, even the wire-
frame must be visualised in some way thot
makes editing ond composition of the object
easy and straightforward.

The conventional approcach - used by
cesigners and architects - is to provide four

viewpoints or elevations: o front elevation,
an end elevation, a plan - facing, say, north,
east and down respectively - and cn crtho-
graphic (Knight Lore) view that con be var-
ied to suit the circumnstonces to show the
cverdll effect of the other three. Usucdly, this
fourth wview is for observation only. This
approach is taken by both Cyber Studio ond
SculptAnimate (though Cyber con provide
dall four at once), The great advantage is thord
any point con be defmed accurately using
at least two of the views - though the profu-
sion of images cocm be confusing mtially

An altemative is to provide a single,
varable viewpoint of the whole scene -
gither a conventional elevation or an ortho-
gnophic view. Less confusing, but not so ecsy
to memipulate individual points with. A sin-
gle viewpecint is therefore better suited to o
methed thot only enters ready made objects

Advanced Computer Entertainmedt 2 1
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and rarely deals with individual points. This
is the case with Forms in Flight

As well as the ‘primitive’ shoapes, an
object editor needs to provide cther tools
to manipulate objects and
creaie a varety of
shapes - including SPIN
to produce ‘wine-gass
shapes, EXTRUDE to drag
2D shapes such os letters
into 3D, and JOIN to ‘glus
simple shapes together. Once
formed it's necessary to move
objects about the screen, dupli-
cate thermn, change their soale
or rotate thern. For this the editor
should posssess a seres of func-
Hons both easy to access and sim-
ple to operate. Both the Amiga
ond ST con use ‘gadgets or ‘icons
on screen and drop down menus
hidden at the top. A combination ol
these two methods seems to be the
best way to manipulate objects within
the editor. In this respect, only Cyber
Studic (5T) cnd SculptAnimate (Armiger)
can be used in an intuttive warny

ographed. This process is the make or break
of computer animertion, and i a computer is
to make o task easier and quicker then the
actual process of using the mochine should
be eqsy also

Like conventional animeation, computer
animation produces a series of mmages or
fromes that vary from one to another in a
sequential way, The simplest way 1o achieve
this is to set up a scene, render it, change it
slightly, then render the next scene until the
cmimation B complete. This con be a vur'-,r
tedious process: cnd the producers of an and
mction want tools that make it more cuto
matic cnd they wont them to be easy o use

Severcl methods com cutomate the pro-
cedure - using a global scene, key-frame
animettion, motion paths, object,/motion or
tree’ hierarchies etc... Some of the softwore
reviewed hos some of these fociliies. Only
SculptAnimate has dll of them in an eqsy-to-
use form. Most of the other pockages are
either not very versatile for animartion or are
complicated and difficult 10 use

A gicbal scene is one, preferably com-
posed in the chject editor, that contains ALL
the information required to produce a portic-
ular cnimation. It should include the starting
position of all the objects, the cbserver, cam
ercs and lights. For each moving object its
path or of lecst its finishing point should be
defined. If the comnera or lights move, the
extent of that movement should also be
determined. Ideally, all this information
should be visible in the edit window using
‘motion paths’ not shown in the finagl render

If cn clject tramsforms during an anima-
tion - a nibber ball cornpressing as it stnkes
a surface perhaps — this information connot
be contained in a global scene. Instead key-
frame animation ond ‘inbetweening con be
used. At key ploces during the animertion -
when the ball s af moximum comMpression

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for instemce - a scene 5 composed and
saved to disk. The first and last scenes might
also be ‘key' frames. Once these have been
defined the computer com automaticaly
interpolate the frommes between,

Thus frame 1 might be of the ball ot the
top of its bounce, frame 10 at the bottom
when it is most compressed and frame 20 of
the ball back ot the top. The computer
would compose each of the scenes for
framnes 2 - 9 with the ball gradually becom-
ing more and more compressed. This i5 not
actually what is required, so another key-
frame’ &5 needed at perhaps frame 6 show-
ing the ball uncompressed but just touching
the surface that will compress it. Fromes 7, 8
and ¥ would then be the ‘inbetween’ stages
betore full compression for scene 10,

Motion hierarchies coe family trees of the
pants of an object. Each part is named sepa-
rately so that a motion path can be attached
io it. Thus a finger com bend independently
but must follow a moving hand, which must
in ifs tum remein joined to a moving am.

RENDERING

Once the computer simulation of the scene
has been constructed it can be rendered.
This involves drawing all the objects in the
fust frame from the chosen viewpoint, illumi-
nated correctly and using the montimum
number of colours. All the packages tested
except Animator Apprentice and the Ray-
Tracing medes of SculptAnimate did this by
excrnining each face of each object in rela-
tion to the light source(s), deciding which
shade of its pre-determined colour it should
be showing. then drawing that face. Each
siorted the drawing at the faces furthest from
the viewpoint so that the last faces drawn
wolld obscure ecrlier ones - o quick and
effective form of hidden line removal

Animator Apprentice is unique in home

computer animertion in thert it uses a ‘surface

mapping’ technique to project any specially
prepared fiat artwork (including HAM

images) onto a contoured surfoce, meaning
that a rounded object like a Coke Com com
be shown in full colour 3D. SculptAnimate

uses another common technique from the
computer graphics industry called ‘ray-trac-
ing’. The colour of each pixel on-screen is cal-
culated by tracing a ‘tay’ back into the simu-
lation ‘model’. If a solid surfoce is reached the
colour, lighting cnd surface texture of thet
spot are used to caloulate the value of the
pixel. Adjoining flat foces are made to look
curved with a 'smoothing algorithm'.

A new version of Forms in Flight due to
appear soon should also use HAM, though in
what form is not yet certain. Quantum Paint
(from Eidersoft) has shown that it is
also possicle to provide 4000
colours on the ST. The technical
problems may prove insurmount-
able but it seems at least possible
that the 5T could also be made to
provide full colour. True ST ‘ray-
tracing’ would then be possible.

FORMS IN FLIGHT

Micro Magic

E60 - available from the Amiga

Had this package appeared in this
country a year ago it would have
been hailed as a masterplece. As it
stemds it sticks out litle from the
current crop of animation pack-
ages, partly becouse of the lack of
promotion oand partly due to the
lack-lustre and boring momual,
which doesn't give the reader a clear idea of
the range of facilities avalable, Neverthe-
less, it 5 capable of a number of excellent
feats and s in some ways easier for the
novice to comprehend. The use of one view
at a time on a clear screen may frustrate the
experienced, but it &5 straightforwend. The
similco-looking pull-down menus offer the
greatest limitation in use - some ‘on-screen’
gadgets or icons cnd a bit more colour in the
menus would have made the interface much
easier to use. Overdll, the object editing tools
coe adequate.

Global animation is cccomplished for
each object by selecting it. then using menus
to detine the movement required during a
particular block of frames. A hiercochy of
names ocn be established to ensure thot
..fingers follow hand follows crm...". In other
words, groups of objects can be joined and

moved either together or sepooately. Even
the 'Camera’ con be attached to this ‘motion
hierarchy’ to produce pan and zoom. Key-
frame animation and transformation of
objects does not seerm to be possible.

2 4, B, 16 or 32 colours can be used for
rendering the final images, though some
problems are coused if the minimum IMb
system is used. Depending on the complexity
of the scene, rendering can take from o few
minutes to several hours. Each frame is delta
compressed so one disk con hold quite a
large cmimation, The two major complaints
about rendering are that frames cannot be
saved as IFF files for use in other prograrns
and, conversely, pictures from cother paint
programs connot be used as backgrounds.

By far the quirkiest of the cument crop of
packages, Its author, Martin Hecrth, describes
it as an ‘organic animator', because it's espe-
cially good with orgonic objects such as
humams, planits end cnimeals rather than the
usual smooth giobes, glossy surfoces and
geometric shapes.

The technique used is surface mapping.
The front, side, top cmd bottorn views of each
object are first drown using a digitiser or
drawing package (even HAM drawings). An
cbject con be a limb, finger, flower, any-
thing - though complex limbs cre more
mobile if broken down into parts. Each sur-
face pattern - skin, feathers, bark, etc - is
projected onto the smooth underdying sur-
face. The resulting object can be chore-
ographed with all the other parts in much
the same way that other packages move
objects using a heirarchy of names,

Like VidecScape, Animator Apprentice
also uses individual ‘'module programs’ - a
fresh program is started for each stage of the
animation. Here, the systemn seems to work
reasonably well, though if's still not a very

selegant solution to the problem. Objects coe
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edited in the Sculpt section then the various
parts are put together as ‘stick figure’ charac-
ters. The local and global movements each
choracter com undertake are then set using
Motion and Director, the action previewed
using Rehecrsal, then the full animation ren-
dered with Record. The result can be viewed
with the Display program. Backgrounds com
only be included using a genlock.

Overall, the system seems fo work 1ed-
sonably well, though to get good, consistent
results will take practice, For flowing cnima-
tion of complex. textural forms in 3D this is
probably the only package of its type in the
world. Developed fo better use the Amiga’s
system of gadgets and windows, it would be
superb. At present it is rather quirky.

£119 - available from Precision Software,
Some of the first omd best 3D animation
demos for the Amiga were produced by
Allen Haostings using software he had writ-
ten, now available as VideoScape 3D - cur-
rently amongst the best known package for
the very reasons thot Forms in Flight is not, ie
good presentation ond packaging. While it is
certainly true that Videoscape con produce
excellent cnimations, it's not an easy or ver-
satile package. User friendly it s not
Designed in a meodular system supposedly
easy to add more facilities to later, the sys-
tem seems confusingly ragged and bitty.
especiclly in the initial, object editing phase,
Objects are created in one of three programms
that hark back to MS DOS or BBC packages
of three years ago; simple lists of choices
with liftle or no feedback. For any complex
objects the only method available is by cre-
ating in the comect order (clockwise from
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their visible side), an impossible task for the
novice.

Motion and tramsformation of cbjects are
both possible using key-frames cnd inbe-
tweening, but once again the motion files
must be oscil text files; very laborious. Fore-
ground and background pictures can be
added providing they are drown using
Videcscape's stondcrd 32colour pallete.
Frames cre saved in Delta compressed form.

Overdll, Videoscape 3D is intended for
the advomced user, in whose hands many
fine emimations herve been produced. To get
the best out of the package tokes mamy
hours of herd work and tedious list writing
especially in the object editing department
The manual is reasonable but it has an uphill
struggle against the complexity of the soft-
ware.

Unpredictability and the lasting interest
it generates is one of the main fectures ther
makes Life so fascinating. For the beginner,
the only way to tell how a pattern will
develop is fo fry it and see. Despite the sim-
ple basic formulae in the game. Life enthu-
sasts hove spent an enomous amount of
time exploring the Life universe. classifying
its objects and devising new ones. There is
even a newsletter for enthusiosts called
Lifeiine. Cne of the questions that occupied
the pioneers was whether they could
devise a pattern which kept on growing.
John Conway put up a $50 prize for the first
person o find such a pattern. It was collect
ed by Willlaom Gosper (of the MIT group of
mvestigators) with the invention of the glid-
er gun - it shoots out gliders every 30 gen-
erations.

Many of the most interesting Life phe-
nomend, however, were discovered by
chance. Spaceships, which are similer to
gliders but bigger, were spotted when one
of John Conwery's colleagues noticed a

large object moving across the screen cnd
menaged to stop the computer in time to
identify it. The lesson is simple - some basic
mathematicad skulldiggery con introduce
aesons of variotion and evolution,

GAMES ALIVE!

Strictly speaking Life (as described else-
where on these pages) isn't redlly a game
at all {it's more a spectedor sport). There is
no interaction. and you cem't win or lose.
But could the ideas behind Life and Watch-
maker be applied fo games design? By
infreducing o few niles for cell generation
or by borrowing o few techniquies from evo-

lution, wolld you be able o design a game
where the gome play took an unpre-
dictable course?

Perhamps, as Lords of Midnight progrom-
mer Mike Singleton speculates, the crea-
tures that emerged from Dawking' software
test tube could be used in goames: ‘you
could actudlly sell a game that evolved
with the player - to meet the player's skill
level. In this case, the player would provide
the hostile environment needed to salect the
fittest from the game's various softwore life-
forms.

Mare realistically. though, Mike Single-
ton thinks that the world of the biomorph is
fer too complex to be adapted to a gome.
Too much processing power s called for,
Dawkins’s challenge meory hove o wit for
the doy when games core played on poral-
lel processors,

For the time being, programmers might
like to try out another Singleton idea: a
game based on multi-cellular crecthures sim-
ior to Life's objects but with a new set of
rules. Different colours would represent sep-
crate cell functions. Thus you would hoave
egg-laying cells, motor cells to shift the life-
form across the screen, sensor cells, and so
on. Natural selection can enter the game
via competition with other lifeforms, and
you con introduce mutation at the egg-lay-
ing stage, possibly employing radioactive
zones to trigger it off

Programs like Lite, Mike Singleton's
Chrome and Steve Dawkins' Blind Walch-
maker have all established sound principles
for the generation of on-screen life-forms.
Despite Mike's scephicism about the possibili-
tles of introducing into games ot the present
time, here at ACE we reckon there's enough
processing power in an Amiga or an 5T fo
get something going. Cne thing's for certain
- whichever software house succeeds in
producing cn ‘evolutionory’ gome is going
o make o fortune. Meanwhile, we suggest

Large amounts of data
mean less room for graphics, and the depth of
play can be limited by processing power.

All this adds up to the possibility of strategy
games moving more and more to the top of the
games charts.

The first
two are respectively , dead and
dying. Now only VHS remains. If
you think that this does not apply
to computers, remind yourself of
the Oric Atmos, Tatung Einstein,
Acorn Atom and Electron, Dragon
32, Aguarius eic etc. The main
premise of whether or not to buy a
new machine is not how good it is,
but how fong it will last? Only time
will tell. There ware many, perhaps
better, computers on the market
before the IBM PC. But they aren't

Secondly, | would suggest that
the current boom in 16-bit games
software is probably a fransient
phenomenon. The example that |
cite for this is Amstrad software.
This sold like hot cakes when the
CPC's were introduced, but tailed
off to a lower level and now runs
very much in the wake of C64 and
Spectrum sales, reflecting the rela-
tve numbers of the machines. |
firmly believe that 16-bit games
are doing the same. Therefore,
aither 16-bit buyers are wealthiar
or they are buying software for
their machines because as yet
they have very little.

Thirdly, any prospective buyer
should consider whether ar not he
or she could afford to upgrade (if
possible) or completely replace

any machine if and when the man-
ufacturers replace it. Here any one
of a number of cases could be
cited, but perhaps one need only
look so far as the bewildering
plethora of ST Vanants already on
the market to wonder how long
any one of them will last.

In conclusion, | reckon that the
8-bit isn't dead yel. | know that
you've heard everyone say that
before, but the format is, after all is
said and done, both versatile and,
more imporiantly, popular. The
shear volume of these computers
in the country speaks for itself.
There is really a massive amount
of software presently on the mar-
ket 8-bit owners are not prepared
lo pay full price for programmes
any more because we have all
bought a 'quality” program at some
time or another and have been
mosi dreadfully disappointed by an
unplayable game that soon palled,
There is no reason to suppose that
16-bit owners will not do the same
in due course. If ST, Amiga and
the prospective Amstrad owners
are supplied with impeccable soft-
ware | will be proved wrong, but
frankly, | doubt it.

Many people today think that cnme
is on the increase and it is due o
heavy metal elc. This is ulter non-
sense, as the crime rate has stayed
the same for centuries. It is only that
we have more news about it thal we
think there's more.

We then go about and blame it
on films and computer games that
depict sex and violence. Computer
games as a rule make a player
more aggressive, but a player must
be aggressive in the first place 1o
play them. Games with a lower res-

olution of 320 x 256 or less, would
not be censored. If they are; only
those that express extreme viclence
should be censored such as Death
Wish /it and then it should be cen-
sored to over twelves. Games with
a higher resolution should only be
censored if the graphics are good
and show mutilation or nakedness
and then be given a 15 certificate.
Any games that don't come under
this category but still show violence
should be censored to over twelves.

AN OOPS! AT THE RACES

Probabilities are tricky things, as any mathemati-
cian will tell you. A debate's been raging in the
pages of Computer Guardian recenlly over a
probability problem involving gold and silver
coins. and theres no sign of a solution the read-
ers can agree on

Classic probability bafflers are ten a penny.
How about the pie restaurant where Apple is
probably better than Blueberry, Blueberry's proba-
bly better than Cherry but when Apple and Cherry
are all that's available Cherry is the best bet.

Mot satisfied? Then try this one: you buy a
pack of cards, and a friend beis you £10 that
along with all the black and red cards you'll find at
least one green one, You start tuming the cards
over, and each red or black card you turn makes
you feel safer because it's ane less thal could
have turned out green. Then you get to a blue
card. Now that's still another card that could have
been green and isn', so it's got to make your
chances of winning even befter — hasn't it? Like |
say, probabilities are tricky things.

All of which is by way of an excuse for an
OOPS! or two in our Dead Cert feature last
month. The biggie was (probably) the claim made
for D'Alembert's Method that it could increase a
gambler's returns on an even or better chance.

Firstly the system seems to do worse than a
fixed bet once your chances get much above
evens, and secondly there's a strong school of
thought in the offices here that no betting system
can actually increase your returns in the long run
anyway. A classic case in point is the Martingale
system, where you bet double your stake if you
lose and return to your original stake if you win.
On paper it looks like a sure-fire winner: provided
you and your run on a win, you'll make a profit of
one coin per win regardless of how many times

you lost

In practice, gamblers run out of credit or
reach the house limit so they can't always hang
on for that final win — and when that happens 10
the Martingale better, he goes down for a bundle!
We're not quite sure how D'Alembert's method
shapes up here, so we'd sugges! you co nsult your
nearest professor of applicable maths before
using it in anger. @
