The new computer will be a 16MHz 286-based PC called the
PC5286 Games Pack. It comes with a 40Mb hard drive and 1Mb of on-
board memory. It will not, however, be aimed at the business
community but rather at the home user who wishes to run business soft-
ware and also indulge in games playing. It will be priced at £1,050.

A three game bundle of Prince of Persia from Domark, F-15 Il from
Microprose, and Links from US Gold will be included with the PG,

The PC5286 will have no options for expansion and it is probable
that it will be forcefully targeted at the first time buyer. To this end,
Amstrad has bought in a menu driven front end called Counterpoint, a
colour icon-driven graphical user interface(GUI).

On behalf of Amstrad, sales and marketing director, Malcom Miller said:
“Recently, the signs are already here that the (PC) market is ready for
us 1o move = recent surveys have shown that in the UK, entertainment
software on PC format is already outselling ST versions and is closing
fast on the Commodore Amiga”™.

It was founded in 1980 in Glenrothes as a
breakaway ogroup from the American
Burroughs company, which later went on to
become Unisys. And for a while it was lauded
from the wesl coast of America to the Far
East. However, since those heady days it has
been a consistent non-profit maker. In fact
1984 was the lasl time its bank balance
showed a black tinge.

Sega drops 16-bit console price in response to grey importers | Innovative

 MEGADRIVE IN

£20 PRICE CUT

For the second time this year, Sega Europe
(formerly Virgin Mastertronic) is to cut the
price of its Mega Drive games console.

The cut takes the machine from its previ-
ous £149 price point to £129. Effectively this
takes into account the rise in VAT which
occumed in the March budget.

For its part however, Sega is claiming
that the move will repel the advances of grey
importers — companies which independently
import products and sell them to the public
without the need to pay licensing costs to the
manufaciurer.

READY FOR ACTION
According to Alan Sharman, Sega's UK man-
aging director: “We know that wilth the last
drop a lot of people pulled out of the (grey)
market. £128 will make things very uncomfort-
able. We've already ordered more stock for
Christmas, so we're ready.” He continued:
“*Promoation for the new price point will be in
the TV campaign which starls in September...”

Whether Sega will follow up the Mega
Drive announcement with additional news
relating to the 8-bit Master System and the

Finally, following the announcement,
Sega released details of the number of unils it
has officially sold so far in the UK.

DESKTOP VIDEO

The Macintosh is arguably the machine best suited to video work and points the way to its desktop
tuture. Express takes a look at the pioneering work being done by Cambridge's Ellis Partners...

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about with the same maniacal fever that lauded the

introduction of desktop publishing. But, as with DTP
in the middle eighties, its commercial use in the current
decade has been minimal.

However, a design group in Cambridge has been
using a Macintosh-based system commercially for eight
months now, fighting bravely and successfully to make
a living from it. The Ellis Partners entered cautiously into |
DTV only when it had captured its first commission, a

Fur several years deskiop video has been writlen

ten minute animated programme for Bayer |
Pharmaceuticals  describing  how  the body's
cardiovascular system worked. The company

discovered that despite the constant hype over the last |

couple of years, deskiop video production represented

something of a challenge for the personal computer.
However, it felt from the beginning that DTV's

future had a parallel with the history of desktupl e
publishing, where all the machinery and skills of |

typography are delegated to a program running on the
desktop. Back in 1986, when Ellis launched into DTP
with similar bravado, the Mac was scorned and referred |
fo as Mickey Mouse technology. Now of course, apart
from typography and page layout, it handles far more:
integration with database software, sophisticated type
manipulation and colour separations.

Ellis would argue that DTV has a similar future.
Previously, television animation has been produced
using traditional techniques, but computers have been
used for more than a decade to speed up the production
of animated sequences, ‘in-betweening’ different frames
to create movement. However, these dedicated
machines have been complex, extremely expensive and
strangely inflexible.

Ellis discovered that the Maclifx — and some
associated soft and hardware - meant that the
production of these images could be handled very
quickly by a designer, who for the first time could work
in time as well as space. As with the popularisation of
deskiop publishing, video will no longer be an elite
process in the hands of a few professionals, but a tool
available to every businessman, academic or artist.

But is desktop video just a method of producing
video quickly and cheaply? In a sense the answer must
be yes, because the cost and speed of video production
can be radically reduced. However, as DTV has
developed it has become obvious that it delivers more
facilities than were ever offered in the advertisements in
the audio visual press: new ‘real’ objects could be |
constructed and new ways of seeing things }
experienced. Ellis found creative directions that simply
never existed before, and incidentally discovered a real
threat to the world of post-production.

THE 5 wmk 10 MINUTE |
VIBEO

The first Ellis desktop video was ten and a half minutes
long and took just five weeks to produce, thanks to the
Mac interface and the integration of the various |
programs. Much of the time was naturally spent leamning
the various programs required. The nature of the
material - it was a support video to a training programme
on cardiovascular disease for pharmaceutical reps — |
meant that much of the visual material already existed.
These images, mostly technical illustrations, were
scanned in by a JVC three chip video camera using the
image capture facility of the NuVista card and then |
manipulated under Adobe Photoshop before being |
transferred to Macromind Director for animation. The
simpler sequences were eventually downloaded in real-

time, but the more complex material in 32-bit colour had
to be sent down frame-by-frame on to the Hi-band
Umatic tape, using the Diaquest animation controller.

This was the only process that caused real
problems. The machines were set downloading
overnight, but when the material was viewed, dropouts
were found on the tape. Later downloads on to Betacam
video format proved more successful.

| Certainly desktop video can be an inexpensive way of

preducing video and one particular area in which radical
cost-cutting is possible is the video brochure. By
retaining all the action inside the computer, it is
possible to avoid the expense of a live action crew and
traditional post-production. The video is a linked series
of stil and animated graphics, with a geparate
soundtrack. The programme is downloaded directly on
to VHS; in other words, true desktop production.

This process does mean, however, that the action
is restricted to visuals which can be scanned into the
computer and very short sequences of live action, .
routed through the machine. This ‘moving slide show’
technique is extremely useful for comporate
presentations (moving slide shows) or in-store videos,
and can cost very little indeed.

But DTV can help to reduce costs in traditional,
broadcast-quality video production too. Previously, only

| companies with sumptuous budgets could afford to

commission programmes to demonstrate or sell their
products or services. A typical project involves writing a
suitable script, organising sels or locations, the
production of a storyboard, the hiring of actors,
producers and technicians, the commissioning and
production of music and soundtrack, live action direction
and shooting and the graphic design and animation
required for titles and diagrams.

As DTV develops, the technology will influence the
processes of video production, forcing traditional
techniques to change and become more accessible.

Now in 1991, DTV allows many of the expensive
elements to be handled within the one computer. These
processas include some of the special effects (such as
fip and zoom), the titing and diagrams and the
synchronisation of audic. However, it is in the

| automation of animated graphics, including 3D, that

DTV really comes into its own. Three-dimensional
hypothetical objects can be constructed and then made
to change and move in hypothetical 3D environments.
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ANIMATED ACTION!

This radical reduction in the cost of animated graphics
(in most cases one fifth and in some up to a sixtieth!)
made the normal costs of live action and post
production seem out of step to Ellis.

IT tackled the dilemma by forming a relationship
with a conveniently-placed local educational institution
with a fully-equipped video studio, post-production

POST PRODUCTION
Post production is the compilation of seguences on
video tape, using cuts, mixes, fades and dissolves. Now
many of the effects, transitions and fitling can be
handled inside the computer. The future implications for
this must be worrying for people involved in post-
production. Apart from transitions and effects actually

handled inside the computer, the Mac has the ability to |

control the time code of any format of video tape as the
images pass from one editing machine to anather.

Post production has traditionally relied upon great
technical frame control, and this is possible on the Mac,

but the machine can also handle most of the standard |
transitions, especially between graphic elements. Ellis |

still uses traditional editing technigues but is developing
its technology to handle all post-production on the Mac.
Keeping the amount of expensive post-production
down, whether it is on or off-line, makes commercial
and creative sense,

INTEGRATION WITH
PUBLISHING

Ellis' background is the production of high-guality
printed material and one of the primary motivations for
taking up desklop video was the need to include moving
imagery or processes in markeling or training projects.
Because of the integration of all the programs on the
Mac, sequences of animation can be exiracted and
single frames sent to a laser printer for checking. But
these same images can also be put into a page layout
program and colour-separated for full-colour printing.

THE FUTURE
But what use is video production in a sales-hungry,

budget-cutting economy? As far as marketing is |
concemed, video lacks the immediacy of a full-colour |

brochure or a well-conceived, designed and
printed/produced artifact.

A decade ago it seemed that the Sony Walkman
was qoing to change all that by appearing on every
executive’s desk. It didn't quite come off, somehow the
critical mass of acceptance was not reached Why, we
will never know but perhaps video suffers from the

| involved in a number of other projects,

material from the satellite producers and the traditional
broadcasting networks.

As television becomes decentralised, there will be
a need for local programming at relatively low cost, as
with local radio. In the States, every local television
company produces its own links, its own local weather
forecasts, its news and its own local interest
programmes. All of these can be handled or enhanced
with desktop video.

INTERACTIVE MULTIMEDIA
With the advent of DTV, Ellis has found itself becoming
loosely
described as multimedia. One area is the interactive
encyclopaedia or leamning module, an application of the
same equipment, software and techniques. The
technology is growing in importance as a teaching,
educational or reference tool, but has been stunted in
its growth because of the turbulent economic times.

Essentially, programs exist to allow the computer —
with the use of large scale storage devices such as CD
ROMs or CDI - to store huge amounts of information in
a database format and display them in an exciting way
so that the student can travel through a logically-

. organised route; the technique is ideal for museums,

promotional video than send sales or technical staff on
a long distance visit) The process can explain
complicated messages in an entertaining way or even
make ‘dull’ products seem exciting.

Applications also include 'top ‘n' lailing’ or
revamping existing video footage, giving it a new lease
of life for relatively litle extra cost.

Another growing market for desktop video
production is the newlyfreed world of local
broadcasting. Just like the States, the UK is witnessing
a revolution in broadeasting techniques and a
decentralisation of production. Cable and satellite
networks are springing up everywhere, but currently
there is something of a monopoly in the supply of high |
quality programmes: cable networks buy most of their |

training, education and technical documentation.
Ellis has developed the interaclive programs
available on the Mac — Director and Hypercard — to

| promote these facilities. The image capture capability of

the Nuvista board and the JVC camera means that full-
colour imagery can be digested in seconds.

The Director program has only been developed for
the Mac, but as Ellis has found, most users have
decided on the IBM standard, so Macromind has
released a Direclor ‘player’ which runs on IBM
compatibles. This means that interactive programmes
authored on the Mac can be translated for use on the
PC. Ellis has purchased a top-spec IBM to translate its
material and to work with some of the simpler
interactive programs developed explicitly for the PC. I

- A MACINTOSH-BASED DTV CONFIGURATION

There are three major technical developments which have
transformed desktop video for Ellis from a toy into a
professional system. These are the advent
of the Macllfx, with just enough processing power to
handle most video images, the Truevision NuVista 32-bit
colour board which provides top-quality colour imagery,
and the Director program from Ilawnlllnd,ﬁi‘kh is the
definitive idiot-video program. :

MAC MAKES IT EASY
The Maclifx has 8Mb of on-board RAM and an 80Mb SCSI
disk. Inside is a 32-bit Truevision NuVista colour card
{H&Imagamptumarﬂmhﬂ:wmm:
RasterOps 32-bit colour card to run the working screen, a
standard 12-inch Apple monitor. Also linked are a Taxan
14-inch monitor, which can display interlaced or PAL
signals and, through the items mentioned below, a high-
quality VHS video playerimonitor for proofing.

Well, Dawn, you have my sympathy.
We bought two machines off Amstrad,
too. We did get a discount, but not as
much as the retailers are now offering.

It's hard to say for sure what went
wrong with the new machines. Although
Amsirad made a great song and dance
about all the new games titles that would
be available for the GX400/Plus by the
time they were launched, sluggish
distribution and release made a bit of a
farago of the whole thing.

The result? People didn't see the
games on sale so they bought other
machings instead.

As for the serious side, always a
selling point of the CPC range in the
past, Amstrad now insists that as far as it
is concerned the Plus is a games-only
machine. Any serious publishers who
want to write for it can go ahead, but they
won't get any help from Amstrad's
publicity or promotional campaigns.

It's all very strange. Amstrad must
have spent a great deal of money on the
new machines, and yet the moment they
hit trouble the company seemed to lose
all interest in them.

BATTLE OF THE TILE-STACKERS: PILE-UP VERSUS WORTRIS

At the moment there seem to be a fair few Telris-style
games floating around the PD universe. This isn't
surprising since it's been about five years since the

original Tetris came oul.

For those unfamiliar with the game, Telris (and
similar games) put you in charge of odd-shaped blocks
falling down a screen. The idea is to stack these blocks

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by moving them left or right and rotating them. Hf you
manage to stack them without leaving any gaps in the
pile at the bottom, the levels you've completed disappear,
giving you more room to deal with the next blocks that
fall. It's a continuous stream and it speeds up the longer
you play, until right at the hectic finish, the pile of blocks
{by now riddled with holes) reaches the top of the screen.

Calling it addictive doesn’t do it justice.

Two similar games for the ST are Pile Up from
Solent Shareware and Wortris from Worsoft. Let’s take a
closer look and find out how they compare:

This is definitely the more colourful of the two games. It
has plenty of options such as starting level, difficulty
level and sound on or off. Gameplay isn't particularly fast
or responsive and although it speeds up the longer you
keep playing, the joystick controls are quirky and this
tends to spoil things.
