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AMIGA
UPSURGE

t's cheap, it's powerful, and it's

played an important part in
changing the fortunes of a trou-
bled company. It's the Amiga, of
course, now selling at only £399
and Commodore, once on the
brink of insolvency, have just
reported an astonishing six-fold
leap in earnings. 'There's simply
no real competition for the
machine,' declared a company
spokesman, 'The price cut has
positioned the A500 excellently
for games players...'

Meanwhile, dealers in Lon-
don's Tottenham Court Road have
confirmed the upsurge in Amiga
sales. One chain has recently
stopped selling STs altogether.
'We dropped them as soon as the
prices levelled oul. Atari are really
worried...'claimed a salesman.
Can this be true? Is the torloise
really overtaking the hare?

A year ago the ST was streak-
ing ahead in the race to become
the number one upgrade option
for gamesters. it was cheap, with
lots of software, and relatively
reliable. By contrast, the Amiga
was expensive, with little soft-
ware, and prone to operating sys-
tem problems. Things seem rather
different these days...

First, in the USA, the Amiga is
reported to be stomping on the ST
at every corner. A spokesman for
Mtari reported that the company's
policy in the States was now
".particularly concentrating on the
video games market this year,
which has shown enormous
growth in the States recently.”
When asked about the rumoured
loss of ST sales to the Amiga, our
source maintained that the com-
pany were 'pleased but not excit-
ed at the current trends'. Hmmm...

Second, in all European terri-
tories except Britain and France,
Amiga sales are said to be topping
the ST by a substantial margin.

In reply, Atari are rumoured to
be launching a 'new ST' in 1989,
offering 4096 colours on-screen
and stereo sound. The company
deny all knowledge of such a prod-
uct, but there's no doubt that their
Transputer technology could be
channelled into a 'Super ST'. A
recent suggestion in the national
press concerning such a product
was endorsed by an Atari
spokesman as ‘being along the
right lines.’

Meanwhile, all Atari have to do
is drop the price back to £299 for
the ST and watch it fly this Christ-
mas. Keep your fingers crossed...

SINCLAIR PROFESSIONAL
NO-LAUNCH

s eptember 13th may be unlucky for some. It could be egg on the face for all
of us (including ACE) if events don't turn out as predicted. We're talking, of
course, about the new PC-compatible £299 games computer, now dubbed the
Sinclair Professional, and reperted on in last month's ACE.

Amstrad are now reported to be launching this baby on the aforementioned
date.

WEATHER
. THE

SEASONS

One thing we have in excess in Britain is weather! Whatever back-
ground scene you choose for a picture, if it is based on a local view
you will have to make some decisions about the season and hence the
weather shown. Using a computer makes this choice very much easier
because, like most other aspects of computer drawing, it is simple to
change your mind. This month we shall take the same landscape view
that we drew in the last episode and transform it through the cycle of
the seasons and changing weather patterns. How poetic!

Let us assume that you have drawn a landscape picture with a far view similar to that used

in ACE 11 (If not, go and do that bit now — don't worry about the foreground, it's not used.).
If possible you need to have a few colours spare in your palette, so work in the mode that uses
the most colours. If your final picture is anything like our original it will have some foreground
trees and bushes that are in the way. Sensible artists will still have a separate file with just the
background on it. Load it up.

SUMMER LANDSCAPE

Picture 1 - Summer Landscape - shows a view A
with the distant countryside cut from the origi- e
nal as a brush/window, scaled to fit and posi- e
tioned in the lower quarter of the frame with

lots of sky showing. The sky is where the
weather happens — in case you hadn't noticed -
and for a hazy British summer it is shaded from
pale blue down to very pale yellow. If you have
few colours to choose from, just use the palest
blue you have. If you only have the two - yellow
and blue - try an optical mix of the two in five
stages: pale blue in a band across the top of
the sky, pale blue with a little yellow, yellow and
blue mixed evenly, yellow with a little pale blue,

To exaggerate the summer effect you will
need to choose bright, sunny colours for the
landscape. If you have RGB sliders, increase
the red one notch or decrease the blue. The
fields should be pale greens - some of them
olive green if you have it — and the trees a dark-
er green. But wait - do not change colours by
filling in with new ones, just alter the colours in
the palette with the sliders {or whatever). This
technigue is the key to most of this month's
work; the land will need very little drawing.

SUMMER SHOWERS

To be really accurate in your painting of the British landscape the one art you
MUST develop is drawing clouds. It takes quite a lot of practice, but is well worth
the time. Collect pictures of clouds whenever you see them in magazines etc. Have
a loot at a book of the cloud studies of Constable, the famous landscape painter.
They are some of the best ever painted. Look especially at the form of the light and
dark regions.

If you have difficulty drawing the shapes then trace them onte transparent
plastic (see ACE 6 - Light Tracery). It is even possible to stick the plastic onto a
car or house window and trace direct from nature. This works for trees, houses
and almost anything you might see from your window.

The cloud on the left can be drawn with just two colours — white {or very pale
grey) and mid-grey. If you have a choice the shades should be quite close, and
pure white should be reserved for highlights. As usual, work on a plain back-
ground and save all the objects. Draw the outline then fill with the pale tone.
Clouds are almost always darker at the bottom, so fill the lower third of the cloud
area with the darker tone. Using airbrush in short curved sweeps, paint the pale
tone along the edge of the cloud nearest the light source. In the same way, break
up the edge between the two tones, alternating the colour sprayed until a light, ¥
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fluffy effect is achieved. Save each version and compare them, choosing the
best for later use or improvement when you get better. Add the highlights last
AFTER saving. Start at the top of each section of cloud and draw down, round
the curve slightly into the body of the cloud at the bottom of the stroke.

The streams of rain were a series of rubber banded lines in various tones of
grey. Use spray in the background colour to thin out the lower section and
break up the bottom edge. The rain on the right cloud was biurred with smooth

in DPaint.

The cloud on the right is drawn in a similar
way, but the top half stretching high into the
sky can be drawn almost totally in white, pro-
viding the lower part is well shaded. The low-

AUTUMN SHOWERS

The autumn colours are perhaps a little exagger-
ated in this picture, but to create a striking effect
this sort of subterfuge is often required, espe-
cially if the picture is going to be printed or pho-
tographed, as these techniques can cause a
washed-out look. The palette colour sliders allow
the fields to be turned an earthy brown and the
trees a more golden colour. It may be necessary
to change individual trees to get a varied range.

WINTER SHOWERS
Almost the simplest effect is the
impression of winter, provided
there is snowtall. Using the
palette colour sliders, make each field colour
white and the frees and bushes a rich brown.
When snow is on the ground and the tempera-
ture is low there is usually very little moisture in
the air, so the sky is a deeper blue right to the
horizon. This picture is exactly the same as
Summer Shower except for the palette changes.
In reality, the clouds should be slightly different
in the winter, especially that on the left. if the
large bank to the right were really full of snow it
would be darker and have a slight yellow tinge.
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ARTSTORE

Even if you are a very capable computer artist — and you must be by now if you have kept up with
our DIY section — there will be times when you quickly need a graphic image to incorporate into a
particular picture.

Most of the major software companies who market graphics programs also have clip-art col-
lections of full screen pictures and ‘brushes' on disk that can be purchased o build up a library of
images for later 'mix 'n' match’ use.

A cheaper way to build up a library of images is from the public domain. A growing number of
clubs and shops are selling P.D. software, but the quality of what you get and the price you pay
can vary enormously. 17 Bit Software in Leeds have a collection of approximately 140 Amiga and
140 Atari St disks, of which about 20 of each are graphics-oriented with a wide range of subject
matter. They seem to have made an effort to weed out the dross and make their disks easy to
access and very cheap.

Using the more sophisticated paint sys-
tems it is usually possible to alter the colour bal-
ance using Hue, Saturation and Value (H, S and
V) sliders rather than R, G and B ones (see ACE
10). To get a washed-out look the saturation of
each field colour is decreased (the amount of
white in the colour is increased).
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RAINBOW

After a summer storm, what could be more natural than the magic of a rainbow? Provided the order of
colours is correct, a rainbow should be a simple feature to draw. There are one or two problems, how-
ever. Working on a background screen, position a centre mark as near the centre as possible. Using
this centre, draw a series of concentric rings about 8 pixels apart, starting with red on the outside and
working through orange, yellow, green, blue, indigo and violet (Richard Of York Gave Battle In Vain).
The gaps between each circle should be filled with the correct colour. But what is the correct shade?
An elementary mistake is to use much too saturated versions of the colours. Very pale pastel shades
are most realistic, even high in the sky. If you have the facility, use the Saturation slider to lower this
component of the colour. Do not worry if you cannot find the exact shades. As long as very pale red,
yellow, blue and violet are there, the required lllusion be be created.

If you examine a real rainbow, two features will be visible. First, the sky within the curve seems to
be slightly more vivid (saturated) than that outside and, second, the rainbow will appear very much
fainter against the land than the sky. The first can be simulated easily if you
have enough shades of sky colours. The second is slightly more difficult. In
this picture some of the landscape colours were 'protected’ (using stencil) so
that the rainbow only affected the sky. A few colours (selected by trial and
error) were left unprotected so that a little of the rainbow's hues could be seen
against the landscape. This sort of effect is very easy when using an omni-
colour paint system like DigiPaint or Specfrum 512 with blend selected.

LIGHTNING

The most spectacular weather effect
is Hightning. Computers are particu-
larly good at simulating electrical
phenomena of this kind because
they show a very great contrast
between light and dark areas. Also,
unlike the cliched lightning fork, true lightning is
very irmegular, as it follows the path of least electri-
cal resistance down to earth. In that circumstance
the normally annoying ‘staircasing’ effect of low
resolution screens is almost an advantage,

The picture of lightning here was produced
using Defuxe Paint in Shade Mode. Similar effects can be achieved with a little more effort using
any package, as long as enough colours are available.

Purple is not normally the colour produced by lightning, but it seemed appropriate for this
image. The original range of sky colours (pale blue/pale yellow) was changed to pale/deep purple.
Using a large, irregular brush in the shade mode the sky was jumbled, first with lighter shading (left
button) then darker (right button). With other systems the sky could be left one colour.

The lightning bolt was drawn separately, using a photograph as a guide to the degree of zig-zag
(trace one if you like). Using left button shading (lighter), the purple glow was drawn on in the
appropriate place. If shading is not available, use exclude colours or some other method to change
the colour of the "bolt’ and paint on the glow, if possible using a paler tone nearest the actual bolt.
Finally, the bright white bolt of forked lightning was positioned at the centre of its ‘glow’. A finishing
touch can be added by darkening the edges of the visible landscape.

GRAPHICS

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A picture tells a thousand words. It can also sell a few thousand games.
This month and next month we'll be looking at graphics and visual games
design - two areas of increasing importance in computer software. If you
want to cast your image on the silver screen, read on...

ack in the good old days, the attic
programmer wos o loaw unto him-
self. He not only conceived his own
games, he also coded them and

#  designed his own graphics to go
with them. As much as the gameplay, sprite
and background design was often the most
lecognisable feature of a programmer's
work, Garmnesters wete quick to spot the satin-
cal sprite designs of Jeff Minter (Revenge of
the Mutent Camels. Mama Llama) or the
character-based scrolling screens of Tony
Crowther (PoMy Pigeon ond Loco) to nome
but two.

In retrospect, we con even see that the
success of these ploneers was due almoest as
much to thelr skill as graphics ortists as it
wos to their coding. Tony Crowthers FPotty
Pigeon wosn't a technically brilliont gamne,
but boy? did it look good Programmers made
uis lenigh ot hordes of attacking WC's, morvel
at background detal. and apploud the
degree to which they exploited the colour
limitafions of their mochines. Even then.
graphics — as well os game ideas - were sell-
ing games.

Nowadoys the whole ball game hos
chimged. As competition mounts, the soft-
wcre houses hove seen the importonce of
grophic design in gornes and hrought in
people specifically to work on this aspect.
There's o constcmt demomd for people with
pixel skills in softwore development. What's
involved, and could you join in?

There are three basic graphic tosks
involved in the production of a good game:

@ THE LOADING SCREEN.

This single screen image con be prepared
independently of the rest of the game and
patched onto the finished progrean. Since it's
the first thing the plaver sees. it has to be
striling, make excellent use of the machine's
colour capabilities, cmd get the most out of
whatever resclution is availoble.

Two skills are needed here: first, the chili-
ty to form coherent, well-proportioned, well-
drorwm images; and second, a degree of
graphic arfistry in designing the type-foce
displerys for the text (the nome of the game
cnd other information) that may appecr on
thet tirst screen.

Becouse loading screens com be pre-
pared independently, it's a possible tosk for
freelemce computer artists. You con use your
favourite art package and save the picture
as o stendard screen file for the softwaoe
house o integrate into the finished program.
You do, however, need to know the program
intimcrtely so thet you com design an image
thet properly conveys the excitement of the
gome.

® THE BACKGROUNDS.

A A BT A

Barbarian |l (Palace) - The background here is just decora-
tion. The sprites don't interact with it, s0 a freelance
designer could have produced it working independently.

The action of a game usually takes ploce
against a graphic background that may con-
sist of a single screen, a continuous scrolling
display, of numerous individual loceotion’
desigms. Compare the background display in
Barbarian, for example, with that in Stor Ray
(see this issise).

Together with the design of the sprites (see

below) the background is essenticl in metin-
taining the grophic quality of the game. In
mest coses, designing it will involve close licd-
son. with the progrommer, even down to the
level of plotting individual pixels on dummy
screens beforehomd. The approach will vary
from geme to game, cnd particularly depends
on whether the program is ‘Teading the screen'
to determine sptite behoviowr ond other
actions

For example, cetfain shoot-em-ups trect
the background os simple scenery to add

| aimosphere to the gorme. You con't crash indo

it, amd its only role is to rodse the adrenalin foc-
tor. By way of contrast, an arcade adventure
may entad a sprite hopping from one platform
to ancther, or making its way through a moze.

GET A LOAD OF THAT!

What coe the prospects for computer artists
who wont to try ther hond ot looding
SCTEENST

First, there is the choice between work-
ing s a freelance or as a saloried employes.
Mony softwere houses do not use freelomcoe
contributors et all - Micredeal's specialists all
work in-house — while others prefer fo deal
with progromming teams rather them indi-
viduals. Iom Marthics (Softwore Monager at
Virgin} recommends thet 'Artists should get
together as o programming fteam rather
them send in loading screens, audio et indi-
vidually, About half their gomes are pro-
duced in-house by the Gomg of Five, while
the rest cre commissioned from outside
development tecrns. Iom explains that Tt has
proved too much hossle in the past to Iy to
combine different elements.’

Andrew Hewson, however welcomes
submissions from individuals - lomding
screens on their cwn are fine - although
large geographical distances could be a
problem when armanging schedules’. David
Danling of Codemasters was equally encour-
aging. 'We are always on the lookout for
good graphic artists.’

ples of the auther's best wotk should be sent
in, including conventional artwork for pock-
aging for that maotter. Morterial sent in would
not be used, but it would give them an idea
to whether aon artist was worth commis-
sicning - and not just for loading screens,
either. 'Artistic talent is rarer thom technical
cbility, and we've found it easier to train peo-
ple o do sprites cmd andmertion them it is to
train technical people to be creative.’ 5o you
could end up deing the grophics for ihe
whole game, just from sending in scmples
loading screens. You think it never happens?
That's how Neil Adamson, who's now doing
the grophics for Dimy 2 ond Advanced
Pinbail Simulator started. He sent in scmiples
of alternative loading screens for other com-
panies’ gomes, and we liked them better
than the originals!

But whet about money? David Denling
again - "We pay caround £80 to €100 for a
loading screen, while for a complete game it
depends on the type of game - say $200 fo
£1000. Andrew Hewson wos less specific
about loading screens. Tt could be very

lucrative - if you were good.'

® SHOTS IN THE DARK

Taking a picture of the image on your moni-
tor or TV set isn't quite as straightforword os
you rmight think. Mastering the cot of screen-
shooting can ke a useful process, both for
submitting weork to software houses cnd
rnoking prints of your work for inclusion in a
porifolio. Peter Coupe gives you some tips...

Hoving spend countless hours producing
your on-screen mosterpiecs, its a bit of a
shame thet it has to disappecr when you
pull the plug of bedtime.

Of coursa, if you happen to own, of comn
borrow, a halfway decent comerda the prob-
lem is selved, You com make hoord copies, in
full eolour, of cmything you can throw up (f
voull pardon the expression) cnio the
screen,

HARDWARE

Youll need o 35mm single lens reflex ccon-
era. Any make will suffice, as long as it 5
possible to fit additional lenses, and it hos
shutter speeds of 1/8th of a second and
longer.

The best lens to use is a 135mm - a short
telephoto in the proper photo jorgon. This
length of lens will flatten out some of the
curves at the edges of the screen. Of course,
if you have o zoom lens which hos this
length included (70-150 or 80-200 for exam-
ple) then you com use that just as easily. If
you only hove access to o stondeard lens you
could fry a 2x teleconverter, which will dou-
ble the lens length to about 100mm, which
should at least get you in the ball pork.

You will need something o suppert the
comerd, to keep it steady during the expo-
sure. The exposure times will be too long to
dllow you to hand-hold the camera. A tripod
is the ideal solution, but a stack of bocks, a
table, cnd some blutack will all work more
or less. The steadier the comera, the sharper
the end result will be.

Shoot In the dark if at all pessible.
Always ensure that there are no windows or
lights reflecting off the monitor screen. The
only way to ensure thot this problem is to
overcome is to black out the room entirely or
nig up an arrongement of blankets or some-
thing similar covering the monitor and cut-
ting cut incident light. Note that reflections
on the screen which cre too faint to detect
ecsilly with the noaked eye may still show up
on film.

SOFTWARE
Almost omy type of film will do. Block and
white or colour, prints or slides. I you are

using colour film make sure you get one that
5 badonced for daylight. With some dorker
screen disploys you may find that if you
have a lens where the mendimum aperture is
i or above, o foster film is necessary -
Ektochrome 400 slide-film, for exarmple.

The best thing is to do a dummy run with
your camera and exposure meter before
buying the film. If you com get coweny with it
we Kodochrome &4 150 slide film, which is
about the most popular film stock in the
printing ond publishing industry

For colour prints for social, domestic, and
pleasire use, any colowr print film should do,
though T would personally recommend
Kedacalor Gold 100 15O, simply becouse [ve
used it and been happy with the results.

SHOOTING
Computer monitors can give a contrasty
image, and you should lower the contrast
control a litfle when photographing your
maslerpiece if the monitor/TV /allows this.
The camera exposure meter will usually
give an aoceptable exposure reading with
most displays, though note the point above

cbout foster film speeds. When setting up,
ensure thot the comera s squore with the
screen and that the artwark fills the frome. If
you hove difficulty getting the proportions
right cand have a telephoto with a macro
tacility, try moving the comera right up close
and using thet,

keep the shutter speed ot 1/8th second
or less (this is why you need a tripod). You
can try 1/15th of a second if absolutely nec-
essary but you won't dlways get away with
it. Bracket the exposure on either side to be

SPECIAL

absolutely sure - ie. if the meter says 14,
take three shots at 13.5, i4, ond 5.6. If you
don't have a coble releass, use the self
ftimer to avoid jaming the camera when you
press the shutter release. Don't let the shutter
speed drop below 1 second - funny things
con happen o the colour balemece, contrast,
and exposure time. of films below thaot
speed :

When you hemd in your roll of exposed
film for processing, do remember to tell them
whett you've been up to. Photographic labo-
rofories use machines to cut negatives into
stips, and without the proper frome lines
(which won't exist becouse you hovent
been foking ‘proper photos) they will just
head for the nearest strip of black and stort
slicing. You could end up with your best half
dozen frames snipped neatly in two.

One last word: taking a picture from a
computer screen will alwoys be a shot in the
dork. Results wory, but f you follow the
guidelines above you should find thot most
of the pictures come out satisfactorily,

WHY SO SLOW?

The reason for needing the slow shutter
speed when taking screen shots is not due to
the low light of the display, but the method
in which the imoge on your TV set or monitor
s it up.

A beam of light traverses the screen in
horizontal lines, sterting at the top left of the
picture and travelling downwerds, The phos-
phor fluoresces when struck by the beam
ond the process is repeated 50 times a sec-
ond.

At foster shutter speeds, you moy notice
a dark band across the display. The ccrmera
has cought the beam travelling down the
screen ond the phosphor cells previously fllu-
minated are now beginning to 'decoy’ before

| being refreshed’ again by the beom on its

next sweep' down the screen. Using a longer
shufter speed ensures thert the becm sweeps'
the screen several imes during the exposure,
reaching the phosphor cells that o faster
exposure rmight not cotch...

REVOLUTION!

An arcade machine is an arcade machine is an arcade machine. right? Wrong. A Midlands
coin-op company have spent the last year developing an arcade system that could revolu-

tionise the coin-op industry;

he compony are Eost Midiomds
Leisure, who (os reported in ACE
Issue 8) are based in South Witham,
near Grantham (the home town of
Morgoret Thatcher) and have been
Involved in the goming maochine business
since 1963. EML became a limited compemy
in 1980 and continued operating gaming
machines until 1985, when they switched to
menulacturing them. They currently employ
some eight people. In June/July 1987, EMLs
Development Engineer (Alan Nelson) and
cne of the company's directors Daryll
Beectoft, got their heads to together and
carne up with the INTEC Video Systerm.

What makes the Intec system so revolu-
tionary is the fact thet you never have to
chonge the motherboard. Your standard
areade machine is a complex beast consist-
ing of the machine hardwere (the mother-
board that contrels the gome), @ monitor,
control panel emd coin mechemism. If you
wemt fo change the gome, you either have to
get hold of @ whole new machine, of heve on
engineer change the motherboard emd possi-
biy even the contrel panel. Either way, it's not
an ewsy job and can create mcjor
hecdaches. The IVS however, uses a stomdeard
Atari 1040 5T, minus the case and keyboard,
linked fo a Hontarex 21" High Definition moni-
tor, The machine sits inside the cobinet with
the disk drive focing the coin mechanism
door. To change the game all the operotor
has to do is open the door, remove the origi-

They even corted
a machine to the Commodore
show recently, to see how the
hardware would survive being
dropped off ketbs etc. It possed
cill tests with flying colours and
Alom claims they haven't had so
much as o cormmupted disk in the
last 12 months
The software running on
the mochine is virtuodly identical
to the games you play on your
own 5T, but with some protection
added to ensure the disk will only
work on the LV.S.. Also, the diffi-
culty tuning is usually tweaked to
mcke things slightly harder - soon

youll be playing tougher wversions of
Thundercats, Backlash, Barbemiom  (Polace)
and @ host of other titles in your local arcade
or fish and chip shop.

As Bryom Beecroft (EML's M.I.) points out,
the leisure centre (crcade to you emd me)
side of the business is now only a small pert of
things, the majority of the units will be sald o
pubs, clubs cnd various esteblishments thert
have maybe one or two meachines” This cer-
teinly makes sense when you realise a unit
costs £1400, including two games. and
installing a new game could cost just slightly
mere thon the gemes sell for in the shops
(though it would cost more if the control panel
needed changing, say for o driving game
which required o steering wheel).

EML currently only produce the stomdord
cabinet, but cre looking at other designs
which could accommedate up fo four players
ot once - Alem was swift to point out that coin-
op monutacturers are very keen on copyright-
ing cabinet design, however, so they've no
firm plons os yet.

As to the futuwre of the arcade games
scene as a whole, Bryan's sure ‘the popularity
of axcirde machines is on the up and up' but
would net reveal how many units he hoped
to sell in the first veoo. He did reveal, however,
thet EML were currently able to turn out some
10 units per week and could easily double
that number if there turns out to be encugh
demaond for the machines. Of course, only
time can tell if thet's going to be the case. @

TERRY RILEY

It's not often that a true innovator turns up in the UK, but
this was the case when Terry Riley guested with the Electric
Symphony Orchestra at London's Sadlers Wells Theatre in

July...

ism with 'In C'.

Riley's appearance came courtesy of the
Yommaoha Corporation of Europe, who have
sponsored severdl of the ESO's recent shows.
The ESO itself wos formed by conductor
Richord Gonski to combine the best of the
classical repertoire with the latest modemn
technology - computers, synthesizers, loasers
and graphics used on stage in G way guar-
anteed to shock the classical establdishrment.

Post shows have included a Morton
Subotnik concert with a whole stack of synth
modiles controlled by o MacIntosh, the con-
ductor waving < baton it one homd ond an
Air Drum MIDI controller in the other; o
Framcis Monkmem epic using a DX5 synth
ond o whole orchestra perched on spinal
support chairs; and a wide variety of fairly
stradght classical pieces using a little selec-
tive amplification on the erchestra,

When you take into gcecount thot the
amplificertion alone has been enough to give
the Fleet Street critics apoplexy, youll under-
stemid why the ESO has been somewhat con-
troversial over the lost few months. But Termry
Rley's pretty popular with the establishment
- he virtually invented, in 1968, the move-
ment known os Minimalism which later
spowned Steve Reich ond Philip Glass and
which has massively influenced artists from
Tangerine Dream to David Bowie and the
recent Acid Housa hip-hop artists.

Riley's maosterpiece perfomed with the
ESO was 'In C |, originally relecsed on a CBS
album cround 45 minutes long. The score

consists of 57 short musical phrases, all in the
key of C; to the accomponiment of a repedt-
ed octerve called ‘the pulse’, each musicion
ploys the phrases in turn, but con play ecch
one as few or as mamy times as he likes. Thot
mecns the piece is never the same twice,
omd con be almost cny length from 10 to 11
minutes up to this 75 minufe performonce
cnd beyond.

Updating the piece involved the addi-
tion of synthesizers, keyboards, electric gui-
tar, a Yornoha WX7 Wind Controller and
verious computers to the original orchestral
ensemble of flutes, strings ond brass. But
oddly enough, the one job ideally suited to
the computer - playing the repeated back-
ground pulse which occurmed about 6,000
times during the course of the piece - wos
lett to poor old Francis Monkmom ond his
D¥5 synth, which seemed rather an odd
decision,

Riley, crosslegged on the floor, plonked
away on o Yamaha digital pione and the
whole ensemble was mixed by o pair of
DMP7 digital mixers with builtin effects.
Thesa were controlled by specially-written
softwore packoge, and indeed there was a
softwore-based ST sequencer in there some-
where as well, although it wasn't entiraly
clear which parts it wias plarying.

The wind confroller, poiched into g
THE02 FM synth module, was like the electric
guiter, fairly incudible, cmd when the val-
ume did start to build, the venue’s small PA
didn't cope very well. A loser show which
hod waved about quite impressively during
om ecnlier Beethoven piece was reduced to
small squiggly graphics during Riley's perfor-
momee, cnd there was litfle synchronisartion
between the music and the visudls.

However, the hypnotic effect of the
repetitive elements in the music was hard to
resist, even if the 75 minute version did seem
a little protracted. Riley's only other London
appecrance in 25 years of music-making
corne a couple of years ago when he played
some pleces for stongely-tuned plano, 50 d
chomee to see for a change some lcrge-soale
minimalism (if such a term makes senss)
wos quite welcome. Next time, though,
they'd do better to leave the sound mixing to
good old human beings cnd apply the com-
puters rather mare to the business of churn-
ing out the music.

Meanwhile, Andy Wilton ponders the implications for
the new generation of heavyweights just over the horizon...

IN FUTURE

Various estimates put the number of Archies in use up above the 10,000 mark and growing steadi-
ly, but this is still small potatoes compared to either the ST or Amiga. To make matters worse, a
large proportion of these are in schools or colleges where they're very unlikely to be used for run-
ning entertainment software. This means that games royalfies are low compared to other fermats,
and being tough to convert they aren't really commercial propositions for programmers.

Software houses feel much the same way: Superior Software boss Richard Hanson spoke
out recently over disappointing sales of Zarch and Congueror — this despite the high proportion of
Archie owners they reached. Quite simply, the market isn't big encugh for the big boys to move in,
and while the machine remains so expensive that'll probably remain the case.

If the Archie badly needs a price cut, most people would say it doesn't really need either
greater speed or more memory — but its about to get both. Next year a new version of the ARM
will appear complete with an ‘on-chip instruction cache’, a clever little feature which could boost its
performance substantially. There's also the prospect of an update to MEMC, the Archie's memory
controller, so that it can cope with more than the current 4Mb maximum. These point to 2 move-
ment upmarkat, with Acormn aiming to take on high-performance workstation manufacturers like
Sun and Apollo. What a shame: the ARM chip-set could power an amazing arcade machine!

PLAYING POSSUM

The Archie could be the hottest games
machine out there bar none, but at time of
writing you could count the number of com-
merciglly released games for it on the fin-
gers of one hand. Since its launch over a
year ago now the Archimedes has spawned
just eight titles: Zarch, Conguercr, Hover-
bod (an arcade adventure slightly reminis-

cent of Starquake), Minotaur, Missile Con-  [EHm ARk L A R A ROk

full-price products on the ST or Amiga. Clever stuff!

Some of them are written in Basic and only

suffer slightly from it, which says something about the maturity of the market but also hints tanta-
lisingly at the Archie's raw power,

Don't get the impression that the games scene is completely stagnant: Grand Slam have
promised full support for the Archie starting with a conversion of Terramex, while Superior are
working on what they claim will be the ultimate Repfon-style mazes and boulders game. if you're
feeling patient you could hold out for Elite If, but it certainly won't be out this year. (Serious types
with PC emulators can get games support by the back door — even Flight Simuiator will run OK -
but they will find things move rather slowly.)

Tangs per buck' slogam, the
Archimedes was no more them a blueprint on
an Acorn drawing board, If Jack hod seen it
coming he might hove kept his mouth shut,
becouse three vecrs down the line the Archie
cifers something like twice the power-to-price
ratio of the ST. Dees that mean Atcri coe living
in fear of the coming 32-bit era? Very far from
it, of course: for ol its high performeomce, one
year aifer lounch there coe probably fewer
tham one tenth as many Archies in the UK as
there are 5Ts, and the gap isn't namowing.
Why not?

Well, the Archie may be more powerful
them amything Atari or Comumeders have on
offer just ot the moment, but after a year of
price fluctuctions it still costs more them an 5T
and an Amiga put together. Its 2800 price tag
makes Acorns 32-bit wonder tremendous
value for money, but there simply crent very
many pecple with that much spare cash to
spend on a micro. The last home machine to
succeed in the UK monket at that price would
have been the Cormrmodore PET or Apple 11
wery back before the ZX80 come out, and it
really wasn't a very big merket back then
Work out what €800 would get you in video
equipment or loreign holidays cnd you com
see whyt

The other big factor invelved here, of
course, 15 software support. The newer o
machine is, the less familicr programmers are
with it - and that's bound to be reflected in
the software quality, Add to that the fact that
a new - and porticulaely cm expensive new —
micro cant have a very loge user base as
yet, o softwore houses cre less inclined to
publish these programs that do get written.

GROWING PAINS

To cn extent these are just the problems thot
any new machine has, The 5T took a long time
{0 come through against existing machines like
the Co4. Such eculy 5T softwime as did come
dlong wes usually prefty unimpressive in
terms of the machine's copabilities, with the
cutstanding tifles - things like Starglider and
The Fown - seeming pretty toorne by todoay's
stcndards. The Amiga was the same: ifs taken
clmest three yeons to come through from proto-
types to the repackaged, cuf-price, commer-
cially successful, ‘suppcrted AS00 of todoy -
cnd it's still not decisively won out

Viewed in perspective, though, this pro-
cess -prograrmuners learning a machine, users
buying it in numbers and big business mov-
ing in to suppcrt it - ol seems to be taking
longer for each new machine. The Amiga
had o close architectural similerity to the 5T
o5 o boost, and even the 5T meomaged fo
trade off the defunct QL softwore base to a
degree, but still it oll took a long time to work
its way through. As we move into the age of
power micros using brond new  RISC
(Reduced Instruction Set Chip) technology,
this could drag out still further,

Its not just thet the chips cre new and
unfarnilier (though they care). Its also that
micros today are vastly mote cornplex them
those of the great 19834 computer boom, at
least if youTe trying to progromn them well

A, R e, e L e W

This complexity can be subtle: though the
Arniga for exarnple is difficult to program full
stop, the ST and Archie are both quite ‘clean’
desigms. The problem is that using the power
of these machines properly s so much hoarder,

Toke graphics, for example. On the Spec-
trum, writing a full spec art package is just a
martter of shoehorning some fairly straightfor-
ward routines into o small mermory, There's
no question of wiiting ray-tracing routines,
providing emti-adicsing facilities or (until very
recently ot emy rette) allowing for digital sig-
nal processing oh groabbed video frames, For
a state of the art Archie package you'd have
o do all that ond more before you actually
impressed coiyone.

The some goes for gomes, Once even
wire-frame 3D was a mystery to the average
programmer, while polygon-filling cmd othes
solid 3D routines were strictly for mainframes,
Now we'e fast approaching the peint where
these skills are on a par with sprite-handling
techniques - on essenticl port of @ games
progrcanimers reperfoire, in other words
Where will it all end?

THE NEW WAVE

RISC ism't the only way to step up micro
power either. The next generation of Amigers,
the A2500 ond A3000, will use foster mem-
bers of the 48000 famnily, 32-bits wide rather
them 16 ond running ot higher clock speeds.
These may heve the benefit of compatibility
with old 68000 softwere, but theyll only be
teclly worth buying when prograrmmers gecr
Up fo use that extra power productively.

Busting out of the micro ghetto is o tough
pb for o new machine, and its getting
tougher with every technological leap for-
word. In the Jong run the only answer is for
enthusinstic, even commercially foolish corm-
pamies and individuals to produce quadity
software, just for the sheer love of it, and for
ihe rest of us to get our wallets out. Assum-
g, of course, prices are low enough that pio-
neering souls com actually find the money. @

Visually, the Archimedes could be the most exciting micro under £4000. It takes an Apple Mac Il to better
the 256-colour 640 x 256-resolution display which even the cheapest Archie can display on a standand
RGE menitor. With fancy multi-sync monitors the machine can do even better: this does tend to ‘lock ouf
the processor, slowing it down to half or even a quarter of its normal speed, but that still makes it as fast
as an ST!

The Archie's got a lot about it to aftract graphics and video developers besides high resolution. It's
powerful encugh for some speedy ray-tracing for one thing, not to mention the odd bit of fractal-process-
ing. What's more, its colour range makes ‘anti-aliasing' a practical proposition. This technique ‘smooths off
jagged edges of objects by clever pixel colouring, and can vastly improve the quality of a display. Classy
locking anti-aliased fonts are available as standard on the Archie.

There are a number of art packages for the Archie, notably Artisan from Clares Micro Supplias and
Leonardo from Beard Technology, but even these worthies fall some way short of their ST or Amiga coun-
terparts. They lack sophisticated abject distortion, can't animate by colour switching, can't ray-trace and -
most damagingly of all - can't use the full 256 colour mode.

The good news here s that Clares are now working on Artisan
Professional, a package that should make good most of these short-
comings. Also still in the wings is the impressive looking art package
AMS were showing off at the Personal Computer World Show last
year. It's finished now, is due for release very soon under the name
of Finesse Paint, and will be on display at this year's (now renamed)
Personal Computer Show,

On the desktop video side of things, again the Archie has a great
deal of potential. This market niche is fast expanding in the States,
where the ability to title or manipulate video images is in big demand.
There the machine of the moment is the Amiga, but with its genlock
upgrade the Archie could do even better, gaining a nice toe-hold for itself here in the UK — with the right
software. Archie-generated sequences have already been used in a couple of TV quiz shows, for example.

On the face of it the Archie’s got a lot to offer music and sound fans too. Eight built-in stereo channels
are complemented by a couple of MIDI add-ons, and already there are a few impressive hardware/soft-
ware packages available to help you exploit these features,

Top of the audio buffs shopping list must be the excellent Armadille sound sampler card. Games
such as Conqueror, Missile Control and the newly released Alerion all feature liberal sprinklings of
Armadillo samples, while Acorn have recently used the card to sample several minutes of Jean Michel
Jarre for a music demo disk. The Armadillo weighs in at £120 for the basic package, with an optional
Fourier waveform analysis program setting real devotees back another £45.

Electro Music Research (EMR) offer a Sound Synthesis program which adds eleven extra sampled
waveforms to the Archie's basic wave, siring and percussion sounds, You can maripulate the waveform

data o produce new sounds of your own, but if you're really serious about this you'd do better to stick with -
the Armadillo sampler.

VIRUS

These timely tips should help anyone having difficulty
with this superb game.

IN ATTACK

When attacking aliens, always try to be above your
target as it's much easier to control the direction of
your hovercraft when it's pitched down.

These are the easiest of the ot and you should
have no trouble taking them out. Try flying
directly over them and firing downwards.

Try to fly alongside the bombers rather than waiting %
for them to pass you. Be careful though of getting '
too close behind him because otherwise you'll be hit
by the parachute bombs,

PESTS

Stay near the ground so you can see their shadows. By walching the shadow, you should be able
to work out its path. Then try to point at where it's going, thrust up gently when it passes over
you, and start firing.

DRONES, MUTANTS AND FIGHTERS

Again, stay near the ground so you can see their shadows, and keep the craft low and moving
slowly in one direction. At first they will circle you, and then they will pitch downwards and start to
thrust. This indicates that they are about to dive on you and you should now ensure that the craft
is behind you, otherwise you are likely to collide. Wait for the alien to come onto the screen then
turn around and start firing and thrusting upwards. You can pursue the alien upwards until you
destroy it, but it's probably best to fall back to the ground and start again should you lose sight of
the alien. Also be careful not to get too high, because once your engines have cut-out you will
become a sitting duck for the aliens.

ATTRACTORS

If you are going to destroy these with missiles, try to launch the missile when the attractor is over
a flat piece of land or sea because otherwise the missile is likely to hit the ground. Alternatively,
you can try to hit it the five times needed to destroy it by staying low as you approach the atirac-
tor, because if you are too high above it, it will pull you into the ground. When it starts to pull you,
start firing and thrusting. By thrusting, you should be able to aveid crashing into it, and with some
luck, some of your bullets should hit it as you are pulled back and forth over it. However, once
you only have one third of your fuel left, it is probably best to try to dis-engage. The easiest way
to do this is to first thrust in one direction away from the attractor, then turn round and thrust
towards and over the attractor. The speed you gain from thrusting and the pull of the attractor
should be enough to break away from it.

MYSTERY SPACECRAFT

This first appears on wave six and is represented by a black dot on your scanner. The ship is grey
and flies fairly high but only slowly through the air. It scores 2000 points for a kill and defends itself
by firing small pest-like objects at you. The ship needs multiple hits to destroy it and is able to jam
your missiles on wave seven and beyond. The easiest way to destroy it is to hover near to it by
watching its shadow and then thrust straight up.
